Unknowingly Deceived

EVERY WORD

Proverbs 30:5, ‘Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their
trust in him.’

Matthew 4:4, ‘But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread
alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.’

Deuteronomy 8:3, “...man does not live by bread alone, but man lives by every word
that comes from the mouth of the LORD.’

‘The’ Abib, missing in every Bible except in interlinear versions.

Deuteronomy 16:1, “Observe the month of the Abib and keep the passover unto the
LORD thy God: for in the month of [THE Abib] the LORD thy God brought thee
forth out of Egypt by night.’

Exodus 23:15, ‘you shall eat unleavened bread seven days, as | commanded you, at
the time appointed in the month of Abib [THE Abib], for in it you came out of Egypt;

Exodus 34:18, ‘The feast of unleavened bread shalt thou keep. Seven days thou shalt
eat unleavened bread, as I commanded thee, in the time of the month Abib [THE
Abib]: for in the month of Abib [THE Abib] thou camest out from Egypt.

Exodus 23:15, “...in the time appointed of the month Abib; [THE Abib] for in it thou
camest out from Egypt: and none shall appear before me empty:)

The Hebrew for the month Abib, ‘ha-’a-bib,” always has the definite article as a
prefix, [‘the’ Abib’]. Thus, it means more than just the name of the month. It means
the month in which the barley harvest in Israel occurs. While captive in Babylon, the
Jews got used to using the Babylonian word ‘Nisan’ instead of ‘Abib’ or Aviv and
their Babylonian calculated calendar traditions diluted the original meaning of Abib
and heavily influenced not just the name of, but the whole rabbinical “Hebrew”
calendar, to this day. We know who engineered this, and the results have been
predictably evil!

The result of rejecting God’s words, replacing them with ‘Nisan’ and the calendar
by calculation, not only defies Gods commands in Leviticus 23:10-11, and Leviticus



23:4, but ensures that the Rabbinic, calculated Calendar regularly bases the New
Year on a wrong ‘First” month of the year, just as it did last year, 2024, delivering
false Holy Days wrong by a month, throughout that year, and also the wrong
individual days for the Feasts, based on the faulty lunar calculations built into the
Rabbinic calendar.

Does it matter? It means that last year, by the Rabbinic calendar, every Holy Day
was wrong by at least a month; complete confusion about the timing of the First-fruit
Resurrection, and ministerial avoidance of our preparatory, God commanded End-
Time role, Jeremiah 31:6-7. How serious a mistake is that false calendar? Leviticus
23:30, ‘And whatsoever soul it be that doeth any work in that same day, [false
Atonement] the same soul will I destroy from among his people.’

Deuteronomy 12:32, ‘What thing soever I command you, observe to do it: thou
shalt not add thereto, nor diminish from it.

What else does God say about this most serious threat? Revelation 18:4, ‘And [
heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her [Babylon], my people,
that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues.’

This deceptive omission dismisses God’s Wave-Sheaf instructions, not realising their
significance to God’s true calendar, because the translators omitted the key prefix to
‘Abib’, throughout its inclusion in the text, and the ministers seem ignorant or blindly
unconcerned by that fact, content to follow a Jewish tradition instead of God’s
biblical Wave-Sheaf instructions to establish the true first month, and the correct
Holy Days! The question is: will your love of God be enough to overcome this
travesty?

‘For I am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for I have espoused you to one
husband, that I may present you as a chaste virgin to Christ.”
